be sure+宾语从句，表示主句主语对宾语从句中涉及的事物所作出的判断，意为“确信某事一定会…”。例如
 I'm not sure whether I've met him before．
We are sure he will make great progress this term．
 
be sure＋of+动名词或名词，意为“确信……”；“对……有把握”。例如：
 He is sure of success．
 I'm sure of his honesty．


英语中，有一部分形容词后面可以跟宾语从句：
She was too afraid Grandma would leave and there would be no one to take care of us.
她深怕外婆会离开，那样的话，就没有人照料我们了
We  are  certain  that  he  will  get  over  his  illness. 
She  was  fairly  confident  that  she  would  find  work.
He was quite disappointed that he had failed the exam.
你决定要来，我很高兴。 
I’m  very  pleased  you’ve  decided  to  come.
我们担心她会伤害自己。

cause --- to make sth. happen, esp. sth.bad
e.g. 
The difficult driving conditions caused several accidents.
The bright light caused her to blink.
Most heart attacks are caused by blood clots.
I hope the children haven’t caused you too much trouble.

cause --- something without which something else would not happen
e.g. 
The investigation will determine the cause of the train accident.
She studied the causes of human behavior.

reason --- the cause of an event or situation or sth. that provides an excuse or explanation
e.g. 
The reason why grass is green was a mystery to the little boy.
The reason that I’m calling is to ask for help.
